PID Maintenance Notes for Oct/Nov 2025
-  Pipe system require some retrofitting by GAP in order to accommodate new pump to make it easier to service in the future – completed Oct 30th 2025.
-   New sensors for tower are in place and working as planned.
- Report of excessive amount water running from the lawn of 9450 OCH. Richard and I inspected area and determined it was coming from the watermain from Bendixon Rd to the ravine. Residences affected were notified. Repairs were planned for Oct 21st..
Once watermain was excavated we found that the corporation stop for residence across the road was compromised from tree roots and had broken the connection. New saddle and corporation stop was installed and reconnected.
- The water shed was flush as complaints of high manganese content was observed by customers. This occurred from the pressure loss that occurred from the break on OCH.
