Maintenance Notes for January & February 2026

- January and February have been relatively quiet; no calls for water issues, well pumps and transfer pumps operating normally. The new water tower level sensor is also functioning as it should. The electrician indicated that he will fine tune the level readings by converting them from milliamps to meters later this summer. 

- Modifications to the work trailer will begin this month (March), to include shelving to support spare parts such as service boxes and rods. A bench to store various fittings, tools and a vise. 

- Possibly purchase a newer genset as existing one is considered too loud.
